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The purpose of this article is to consider the foreign experience
of studying the conditions for the formation of social attitudes.
The article covers the problem of studying conditions for the
formation of teaches’ attitude to inclusive education. The offered
data show the importance of the research as teachers are social
and psychological phenomena reflecting a unified motivational
system of professional activity and affecting its efficiency. There
is a lack of works on studying the attitude of teachers to inclusive
education in Russia's science. Successful implementation of in-
clusive education in Russia and influence on the teacher's social
attitudes requires consideration of foreign experience. The article
presents the analysis of the research of such international journals
as “European Journal of Special Needs Education”, “International
Journal of Special Education” and “International Journal of Inclu-
sive Education”, published from 2002 to 2018. The articles reflect
the studies of attitudes of teachers in 24 countries of the world.
The author reviews the articles which study the conditions that
affect teachers' social attitudes to inclusive education: teaching
experience, age of teachers, counseling, additional education,
support from the management, and, government policy. Promis-
ing areas of research have been identified: the influence of the
media on the attitudes of teachers, as well as the influence of
the attitude of parents of children with disabilities and parents
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of children with regulatory development to inclusive education,
and the influence of the attitude of students of inclusive classes
towards children with disabilities.
