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Abstract. In England the traditions of female education were formed over the centuries, and have survived to the present day. First of all, many
educational institutions in England adhere to the idea of separate education of boys and girls, which serves a better education, according to
school leaders. The most powerful argument in favor of separate education of boys and girls remains the same as it was one or two hundred
years ago — boys and girls are more focused on learning being apart from each other. In addition, boys need a competitive environment more
than girls who prefer cooperation and teamwork.
