In recent decades, there was the birth of a new
phenomenon — electronic culture, which feature, among others,
is the virtualization of interpersonal communication subjects. The
implications of this technological breakthrough has had a significant
and led to a change in the existing system of relations, «l and the
Other». This required a study of the specifics, the merits and risks
of this type of relationship. Article is devoted to the analysis and the
characteristic of a phenomenon of the virtual communication playing
the dominating role in the world of e-culture. The author offers clas-
sification of types of virtual communication depending on character
of the relations of subjects. Lines and the features inherent in virtual
communication are as a result revealed, advantages and risks to the
person and society are opened.
